Las Vegas Stadium Events Company (StadCo) staff will provide a stadium activity report for the fourth 
quarter of calendar year 2023.

 2. Approval of Proposed Community Benefits Agreement with the A’s Team Owner and Stadium 
Events Company/Developer Partner 
That the Board consider: 1) Authorizing the Chair to execute a community benefits agreement between 
the Clark County Stadium Authority, the owner of the A’s baseball team (TeamCo), and the A’s stadium 
events company (StadCo)/Developer Partner of the A’s stadium project (Developer Partner); 2) 
Delegating authority to the Chair to revise the draft community benefits agreement to insert the TeamCo 
and StadCo/Developer Partner entity names prior to its execution.

OPENING CEREMONIES 
 

Chair Steve Hill called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.     
 
Caroline Bateman, General Counsel for the Las Vegas Convention and Visitors Authority (LVCVA) 
acknowledged that all members of the Stadium Authority Board were present either in person or virtually, except 
for Members Jan Jones Blackhurst, Diana Valles, and Lawrence Weekly. 
 
Member Weekly entered the meeting at 3:02 p.m.  
 
COMMENTS FROM THE FLOOR BY THE PUBLIC 
 

There were no comments from the floor by the public. 
 

APPROVAL OF AGENDA AND MINUTES 
 
 

COMMENTS BY CHAIR AND BOARD MEMBERS 
 
Chair Hill welcomed new Board Members Bob Yosaitis and Diana Valles.  He noted that whilet the agenda 
items for today’s meeting pertain to the Las Vegas Raiders, ongoing conversations continue to take place with 
the A’s.  He provided that the Community Benefits Agreement, Lease Agreement, and a first draft of a Non-
Relocation Agreement with the A’s would be potentially presented to the Board at its next meeting, which would 
take place in February or March 2024.  
 

APPROVAL OF 
THE AGENDA 
AND MINUTES 

Member Tommy White moved, seconded by Members Steve Zanella and Mike 
Newcomb, and it was carried by unanimous vote of the voting members, to approve 
the January 18, 2024 Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors agenda, and to approve 
the minutes of the October 25, 2023 Regular Meeting of the Board. 
 

Las Vegas Stadium Authority Board Meeting 
January 18, 2024 

Minutes 
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Chair Hill recalled initial conversations at the 2015 Legislative Session regarding the upcoming National 
Football League (NFL) Super Bowl LVIII (Super Bowl) in Las Vegas, and the subsequent creation of the 
Southern Nevada Tourism Infrastructure Committee, and thanked everyone involved in preparation efforts for 
the Super Bowl.  
 
LVSA Administrator Ed Finger acknowledged Member Valles’s inability to attend the Board meeting and read 
the following two questions related to Agenda Item 6 into the record, as requested by Member Valles: 1) “What 
is the average yearly and hourly pay for Allegiant Stadium workers?”; and 2) “What is the average yearly and 
hourly pay by classification for Allegiant Stadium Workers?”. 
 
This was an informational item and did not require Board action. 
 
STAFF REPORTS AND REQUESTED ACTIONS 
 
1.  Las Vegas Stadium Authority Board Appointment 

Chair Hill informed the Board that Lawrence Epstein’s term on the Board expired on 
December 31, 2023, and outlined the requirements as related to the appointment of LVSA 
Board Members including qualifications, education, experience, and skills, noting that the 
recommendation of the NFL football team must also be considered in the appointment. Mr. 
Hill provided that the Las Vegas Raiders recommended Mr. Epstein’s re-appointment to the 
Board and that it would be a four-year term retroactively effective to January 1, 2024.  
 
Chair Hill opened the floor for nominations, to which Member White nominated Mr. Epstein, 
seconded by Member Newcomb.  
 
Member White moved, seconded by Member Newcomb, and it was carried by 
unanimous vote of the voting members to appoint Lawrence Epstein to the LVSA 
Board for a term beginning January 1, 2024, and ending December 31, 2027. 
 
Oath of Office was administered to Member Epstein by Ms. Bateman. 

 

 
    2. Las Vegas Stadium Revenue Report 

Mr. Finger provided information about the collection of Stadium District room taxes and 
reported on monthly and fiscal year-to-date revenues, as well as year-over-year comparisons.  
 
This was an informational item and did not require Board action. 
 

   3. Fiscal Year 2024 Room Tax Distribution (Waterfall) Report 
Mr. Finger outlined the prescribed use of room tax per Sections 33 and 34 of the 2016 
Southern Nevada Improvement Act as broken down in the period preceding the bond 
issuance that was used for Allegiant Stadium and for the period subsequent to the issuance. 
 
Mr. Finger detailed the amounts allocated from room taxes and bond proceeds to stadium 
construction, a bond reserve fund, and the formation and operation of the LVSA, prior to the 
bond issuance. 
 
Mr. Finger outlined the order of room tax distribution after the bond issuance as follows: bond 
payments, LVSA administration, stadium operating costs (only in the event they are not paid 
for by the Stadium Events Company), debt reserve funding, UNLV compensation, the LVSA-
supported part of the capital program to keep Allegiant Stadium a state-of the-art facility, and 
a residual fund for capital, debt retirement, or infrastructure use. 
 
Mr. Finger described the timing of bond and administrative costs payments in FY 2023, and 
debt reserves, UNLV compensation, and capital and residual funding being calculated after 
the completion of the FY 2023 audit, resulting in funding during FY 2024.  
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Mr. Finger detailed FY 2019 to FY 2023 actual, and FY 2024 projected waterfall outcomes as 
related to room taxes, bond payments, LVSA administration, stadium operations, debt 
reserve, UNLV compensation, and capital and residual funding. 
 
Mr. Finger discussed the funding of the bond reserves from FY 2018 to present, including 
beginning balance, bond proceeds, waterfall, interest, use for payment, replenishment, and 
ending balance. 
 
Chair Hill highlighted the structure of the bond deal that includes growth of bond payments by 
a couple of percent per year and noted that room tax revenue is a stable revenue source 
generating at levels that would fund the highest bond payment in 2048, as well as funding 
other necessary requirements. 
 
Chair Hill commented on the LVSA’s full funding of two times the debt service reserve and 
noted that there will be a “fair amount” of waterfall amounts going forward, as initially intended. 
 
This was an informational item and did not require Board action. 
 

  4. Public Officials Liability Policy 
Mr. Finger provided that the purpose of the public officials liability policy is to protect the LVSA 
from liability or exposure created by wrongful acts of the Board or by Staff, including errors 
and omissions, misstatements, negligence, and breaches of duty, and requested that the 
Board considers the following: 1) Authorizing the Stadium Authority Administrator to select an 
insurer to provide the Board with Public Officials Liability Policy (Policy) coverage; and 2) 
Authorizing the Board Chair to execute a Policy agreement, in an amount not to exceed 
$60,000, for the policy period February 25, 2024, through February 25, 2025, with the 
selected Policy provider. 
 
Chair Hill provided a reminder that the Board previously approved signature authority for 
himself, in conjunction with Staff, of up to $25,000 and stated that he doesn’t frequently 
execute many contracts and doesn’t see a need for an increase to that amount. Mr. Hill noted 
that the proposed public officials liability policy would exceed his signature authority amount.  
 
Fiscal Impact 
Fiscal Year 2024:  $60,000 Expenditure 
 

 Member White moved, seconded by Member Newcomb, and it was carried by 
unanimous vote of the voting members, to approve the following: 1) Authorizing the 
Stadium Authority Administrator to select an insurer to provide the Board with Public 
Officials Liability Policy coverage; and 2) Authorizing the Board Chair to execute a 
Policy agreement, in an amount not to exceed $60,000, for the policy period February 
25, 2024, through February 25, 2025, with the selected Policy provider.  

 
5.  Annual Comprehensive Financial Report (ACFR) - Fiscal Year Ended June 30, 2023 

Mr. Finger outlined Nevada state law requirements of financial statements for governmental 
entities.  He explained that Clark County is the fiscal agent of the LVSA under an interlocal 
agreement that provides for the accounting, treasury management, audit management, and 
financial reporting of the LVSA.  Mr. Finger invited Richard Walker, Senior Audit Manager 
with Eide Bailly, LLP, to share the audit opinion and outcomes of the audit.  
 
Mr. Walker provided that the two reports issued as part of Eide Bailly LLP’s audit were the 
independent auditor’s report and the independent auditor’s report under governmental 
auditing standards. Mr. Walker stated that an unmodified opinion was issued for each of the 
two reports, which is the “highest and best” opinion that could be issued. 
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Mr. Walker referenced other required communications from auditors and noted that there 
were no issues or disagreements with management, and no significant policies entered into 
during the year. Mr. Walker provided that the only significant estimate identified was that of 
the useful life of the stadium and associated assets, but no significant financial statement 
disclosures. 
 
Mr. Walker indicated that there were two uncorrected misstatements, one being a reversal 
from a previous year’s activity that was deemed financially insignificant to correct. 
 
Chair Hill asked if those were timing issues to which Mr. Walker confirmed it was late activity 
that flowed in on the wrong period. 
 
This was an informational item and did not require Board action. 
 

6. Stadium Activity Report - Third Quarter 2023 
Mr. Finger outlined the reporting requirements as they relate to activity at Allegiant Stadium 
including events, attendance, and employment. 
 
Christopher Sotiropulos, Vice President of Stadium Operations for the Las Vegas Raiders 
and representative of the Las Vegas Stadium Events Company (StadCo), provided an 
Allegiant Stadium activity report for the third quarter of calendar year 2023 including number 
of ticketed and private events, total number of stadium guests, and number of guests 
attending stadium tours. 
 
Member Weekly thanked Mr. Sotiropulos and the Raiders for their community outreach, 
specifically for disadvantaged youth.  
 
Mr. Hill compared the number of projected incremental visitors modeled during the stadium’s 
development, to the number of actual incremental visitors during the third quarter of calendar 
year 2023, noting that Allegiant Stadium has outperformed the originally modeled numbers.  
 
This was an informational item and did not require Board action. 

 
 7. LV Stadium Events Company Proposed 2024 Capital Budget 

Mr. Finger stated that he would provide a more detailed presentation on funding through the 
Stadium Capital Fund during the budget process in the spring, and highlighted the Raiders’ 
responsibility for repairs, maintenance, and capital improvements of its facility, to the extent 
that it is not otherwise funded by the Stadium Authority Capital Fund or the StadCo Fund.  
 
Mr. Finger discussed the amounts assigned to the Stadium Authority Capital Fund and the 
StadCo Fund, categorized budgets, and outlined Nevada state law requirements for the 
Board to consider the capital improvement budgets submitted by StadCo and of a five-year 
forecast of projected capital. 
 
Mr. Finger provided that Grand Canyon Development Partners reviewed the capital request 
submitted by StadCo and concluded that the request was consistent with the intent of the 
lease and the intent of the funding strategy to maintain Allegiant Stadium as a world-class 
facility.  
 
Michael Crome, Chief Financial Officer of the Las Vegas Raiders, thanked Member Weekly 
for his comments regarding the Las Vegas Raiders’ community outreach efforts. 
 
Mr. Crome outlined projected capital projects including the purchase of artificial field turf for 
UNLV and collegiate football games, modifications to the South End Zone seating system, a 
winch system for the North End Zone field goal system, and equipment to expedite turf 
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conversion. Mr. Crome acknowledged that these capital projects relate to expediting the 
conversion of the stadium between events. 
 
Mr. Crome reiterated Mr. Finger’s comment that the five-year forecast of projected capital 
was not an action item and highlighted the seating storage system contained within that 
forecast.   
 
Member Newcomb thanked Mr. Crome for his efforts regarding the turf replacement. 
 
Chair Hill clarified the role of Grand Canyon Development Partners as liaison with the Las 
Vegas Raiders to provide advice and information to the Board. 
 
Mr. Finger stated that General Counsel advises Member Newcomb’s abstention from voting 
on Agenda Item 7 due to the benefit to UNLV and noted that the Las Vegas Raiders have 
invested millions of dollars in the improvement of Allegiant Stadium since its opening. Mr. 
Finger clarified that the current year’s capital work column in the provided spreadsheet is the 
column that fits into the LVSA’s $5.9 million Fund, and the capital matter column is generally 
the group of projects that fit in the StadCo-funded $2.6 million Fund. 
 
Mr. Hill requested a motion for approval of the Proposed 2024 Capital Budget submitted by 
StadCo and noted that it includes the funding of that capital budget, to which Mr. Finger 
clarified that it becomes an approved project which is then fundable with companion approval 
during the formal capital budget approvals process.  
 
Fiscal Impact 
The amount of Stadium Authority annual fiscal year capital expenditure is determined through 
the annual Board approved budget, subject to availability of funds through the waterfall. 
 
Member Weekly moved, seconded by Member Yosaitis, and it was carried by 
unanimous vote of the voting members, with the exception of Member Newcomb who 
abstained, to approve the Proposed 2024 Capital Budget submitted by StadCo. 
 

 8. Fiscal Year 2024 University of Nevada Las Vegas (UNLV) Compensation Payment 
Mr. Finger referenced the waterfall process discussed during Agenda Item 3 and noted that 
the UNLV payment is available for a period of time of not more than ten fiscal years, 
commencing on the year that Allegiant Stadium opened, and Sam Boyd Stadium ceased 
operations, which were both during FY 2021.  
 
Mr. Finger provided that the compensation to UNLV is capped at $3.5 million per year without 
escalation and that Nevada Statute further charges the Board with determining what a base 
fiscal year was that was most representative of the net income that UNLV derived during the 
operations at Sam Boyd Stadium.  
 
Mr. Finger provided information on the 2022 engagement of CPA firm RubinBrown, LLP by 
the LVSA, to perform an analysis that determined 2016 to be the year most representative of 
Sam Boyd Stadium’s operation program income, and that amount was $5 million per year.  
 
Mr. Finger stated that UNLV provided that the football program had a net income of slightly 
more than $3 million during FY 2023, and he provided the calculations leading to the $1.982 
million compensation payment. Mr. Finger requested that the Board considers approving the 
payment of $1,982,432.77 to UNLV as compensation for the loss of net income as a result of 
the closing of Sam Boyd Stadium. 
 
Member Weekly commented on being proud of the UNLV football team and encouraged its 
support.

Subject: Delegation of Authority - Confidentiality of Records 

1) Submits a request, in writing, to the Stadium Authority to keep the record or
document confidential;

2) Demonstrates to the satisfaction of the Stadium Authority that the record or
other document contains proprietary or confidential information.

If the Stadium Authority determines that a record or document contains proprietary or 
confidential information, the Chair of the Board must prepare the following file to include with 
the confidential information: 

1) A certificate signed by the Chair stating that a request for confidentiality was
made by the requesting entity and the date of the request;

2) A copy of the written request submitted by the requesting entity;

3) Documentation to support the request as submitted by the requesting entity;

4) A copy of the decision of the Stadium Authority determining that the record or
other document contains proprietary or confidential information as defined in
the Acts.

Staff proposes that the Stadium Authority delegates authority to the Board Chair to make the 
confidentiality determinations authorized by the Acts.  The Administrator, in consultation with 
legal counsel, will review all confidentiality requests submitted to the Authority to determine 
the applicability of the confidentiality provisions of the Acts and present his or her 
recommendations to the Chair.  The Chair, in his or her discretion and in consultation with 
the Administrator and counsel, will render the confidentiality determinations.  The proposed 
delegation will allow for an expeditious review of confidentiality requests and receipt of 
records that will assist in the negotiation of essential agreements and analyses of proposed 
capital improvements for recommendation to the Stadium Authority. 
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
